Dean’s Letter — Effie Sue Kemerley, Dean
Like the seasons, an organist’s year goes in continuously recurring

Concerning the Christmas season just passed, I
had a comment from a long-time organist friend who is
“glad the Christmas season is over,” because he is “tired
of Christmas music and carols after so many years.” I
find the opposite to be true. These familiar tunes, which
have often been sung for centuries, are like old friends
returning to me after twelve months away.  And there is
always a new piece I have never played before or a
wonderful new arrangement of an old melody. As we

approach the Lenten/Easter season, may all of us never lose the wonder
of what we convey to congregations through music.

Speaking of wonders, here is a message from Michael Barone of
PIPEDREAMS, the wonderful organ program airing on public radio for
over 28 years:  “Though we might imagine that America Public Media’s
PIPEDREAMS is known to everyone, in reality it is not. [Editor’s Note:
the outlet nearest to Dayton is in Cincinnati. BUT!! It can be heard
anytime through your computer by going to www.pipedreams.org.]
Help increase awareness of our country’s only nationally distributed
organ music radio broadcast by listing basic promotional information in
any and every program for local organ recitals, church bulletins,
newsletters. When pledging local station support, ask about
PIPEDREAMS. Lacking feedback, the station might be excused for
thinking no one cares.” I echo Mr. Barone’s words and encourage all
AGO members to include one of the paragraphs printed later in
Trumpetings in concert/church bulletins whenever possible.
PIPEDREAMS is truly unique.

In conclusion, here are two plugs for our hard-working program
planners. First, Priscilla Acuff is busy preparing for the February
program, Pedals, Pipes and Pizza, on Saturday, February 12, at
Fairhaven CMA Church. This is a great opportunity for any “kurious
keyboard kids” to explore a new kind of keyboard, the real king.

A Bonnie Dauner translates to a beautiful stroll
which is what we had in Edinburgh, Scotland. We
stayed across from the Princess Garden at the
foot of Edinburgh Castle and strolled the Royal
Mile through the Old Town many times. 

The open steeple of St. Giles Cathedral marks
center of the Mile as well as the center of
Edinburgh's religious community for the last 900
years .
